10th – 12th GRADE
REGISTRATION INFORMATION

Registration for 10th through 12th grade students will take place during the week of August 17th to August 20th in the Jones College Prep Writing Center.  The schedule for registration is less flexible this year.  You are restricted to one day.  We strongly suggest that you attend on your recommended day to avoid congestion which will cause delays.
Monday, August 17th – 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. (Freshmen Registration/Orientation only)
Tuesday, August 18th – 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. (Freshmen Registration/Orientation only)
Tuesday, August 18th - 2:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. (open to anyone)
Wednesday, August 19th – 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. (open to anyone)
Registration will be a 2 step process:

1.   You will return all required forms and pay your fees in the Writing Center.  Bring your completed and signed Family Information Form (Form 3), Enrollment Contract/Student-Parent-School Contract (Form 4), Lunch Form (Form 5), Executive Summary of Parent/Student Handbook (Form 6), and Cellular Phone Permission Form (Form 12). This staff member will check your forms and collect your payment.  See Fee Sheet (Form 7) for more information on school fees.  Please, check it carefully.  You must pay your activity fee, class fees for each class that bears a fee (e.g. Metalsmithing, Instrumental Music, Vocal Music), and any outstanding debts at registration before you receive your program.  All instrumental music students will pay the $35 fee and students renting an instrument will pay an additional $75.  If you are participating in a sport, you must pay $30 per season as well as any additional sport specific fees.    If you have all of the appropriate paperwork and fees you will be cleared to receive your items.  Be certain you have everything needed to prevent a delay in receiving your program, ID, and locker assignment.  NEW THIS YEAR, yearbook photos are part of the registration procedure.  Photos for sophomores and juniors must be taken in the Harrison Foyer before you receive your program.  There is no fee for the yearbook photo.  Optional packages are available for purchase.  Seniors have appointments for their photo session.  
2.  Once cleared by the Writing Center staff, you will then pick up your ID, and locker assignment, and official schedule.  Your books may be obtained in the Book Room in the basement with Mr. Mills, but you must have your OFFICIAL SCHEDULE before you can get your books.  If you have unfinished business with the discipline office or finance office, you may have a message to visit those offices before you can get your ID, and locker assignment and official schedule.  It is best to clear this up now by contacting Ms. Moody at 773-534-8600, extension 48633 or discipline@jonescollegeprep.org for discipline matters or Mr. Aleckson at 773-534-8600, extension 48618 or finance@jonescollegeprep.org for financial matters.   Once you have your ID, locker assignment, and official schedule and after you have gotten all your books, you may leave and come back for school at on September 8th. First period begins at 8:00 AM so you will want to arrive early enough to go to your locker and get to class on time.
